Who will be running the Club? 
The Breakfast Club team members consist of Mrs Warner and Mrs Newton and a rotation of school LSAs. All staff have an up to date DBS and are very experienced with working with children. 
Admissions Policy 
Any child attending St David’s CIW Primary School may attend the Breakfast Club following completion of the registration form. Priority will be given to pupils’ requesting full time places, but we will also attempt to accommodate parents requesting part time, or ad-hoc places.  Attendance will be closely monitored. If pupils have persistent non-attendance, the place will be removed an offered to other families on the waiting list. 
Children’s Records 
A record will be kept for each child with details relating to their address, contact details, health conditions including allergies and dietary needs. Parents and carers are responsible for updating personal details as required.  
Records will be kept in respect of accidents and any behaviour issues which may arise.
